Drug Arrest

Raymond C. Lomax, 22, of Braintree was arrested on Wednesday afternoon, February 8th after Braintree and Weymouth detectives served a search warrant at his 16 Brookside Road apartment.  While watching the house on Wednesday, detectives observed an individual approach the house on foot and make a cell phone call from the entry door to the common area of the apartment building.  Seconds later, a twenty-six year old Boston man greeted the man at the door and let him inside.  The man exited the building two minutes later and walked towards Weymouth Landing.  A short time later a Jeep Cherokee pulled up to the residence and the Boston man, who is known to the police and believed to be working with Lomax, entered the Jeep, drove around the block and then returned to the apartment building.  Both incidents were believed by detectives to be consistent with drug transactions.  The Boston man later left with his girlfriend and was stopped in Weymouth.  Over $800, believed to be proceeds from drug sales, was seized from him.  The Boston man, whose name is not being released because he has not yet been charged, was sent on his way.  Detectives then served the search warrant at the 16 Brookside Road apartment of Lomax and discovered approximately 30 grams of heroin and three Percocet pills, along with evidence of drug distribution.  Lomax was placed under arrest and charged with trafficking in heroin, possession of Percocet with intent to distribute, conspiracy to violate the Controlled Substances Act and a school zone violation.  Charges are pending against the Boston man. 
Drunken Driving Arrest
James Coen, 49, of Braintree was arrested on Wednesday afternoon, February 8th after allegedly operating erratically in the area of the Union Street rotary.  A motorist called police at approximately 1PM after observing a red Dodge Durango driving erratically and striking a curb near Logan Drive.  Officers located the Durango at the intersection of Logan Drive and Middle Street and identified Coen as the operator.  Officers made observations of Coen that led them to believe that he was under the influence of alcohol and observed that the left front tire of the Durango was flat.  Coen refused to perform any sobriety tests and was placed under arrest and charged with operating under the influence of alcohol.
